Vehicle Accessibility Plan Update

Bonnie Tew, Finance Director opened the meeting at 2:00 6.m. in the City Hall Conference Room on
the second floor of City Hall at 97 N. Broad Street. Present were Ed Swanson, Tony Ginolfi, Diane
Cromweli, and Bonnie Tew. Tony arrived about 2:10 p.m.

Introductions were made, as this was the first meeting for Ed. He was appointed to replace Herb Hine
who resigned due last year because of health issues. The committee then appointed Ed as their
chairperson.

The first order of business was the approval of the minutes from the February 9, 2011 meeting.
Motion was made by Ed to accept them as presented, seconded by Diane. Motion carried.

Bonnie submitted to the members the accessibility plan for the City of Hillsdale, Dial-A-Ride
operations. She made mention that the purpose of this committee and this plan was to ensure that the
elderly persons and persons with disabilities received the same level of service as all other persons
within the service area. She noted the only change to the plan was the committee member changes.
She gave some history regarding the fleet and staffing level changes over the past three years. She
reported that Dial-A-Ride had hired a second part-time driver to fill in when the regular staff call in
sick or are on vacation. Diane made the motion to accept the Accessibility Plans as presented; Ed
seconded that motion. Motion carried.

Bonnie presented the proposed operating budget for 2013. She proposed a budget that was very
similar to last year. Proposed revenues and expenditures totaled $325,500. She explained that the
revenues come from three main sources: State (34.24% of expenditures) and Federal grants (16% of
expenditures), General Fund tax revenues, and fares charged to the users of the system. She read
through the expenditures, which were similar to last years. Some discussion followed regarding how
the grant funding is determined and that the general maintenance expenditures were down because of
the bus purchases in the past couple of years. She also reported that another new bus is currently on
order and should arrive within the next six months. This discussion led directly into the capital
budget, the next item on the agenda. The current bus inventory was reviewed and then the status of
each of the buses was explained. Bonnie pointed out that one of the buses was slated for local sale
and that two buses were purchased in 2010. The bus that is for sale does not run and will be sold for
parts in the coming months. Bonnie then explained that the 2013 capital request was for the replace
of one (1) bus at a cost of $116,000. This request asks for $92,800 in Federal funds and $23,200
from the State. Ed made the motion to approve the operating budget and capital budgets as
presented; Diane seconded. Motion carried.

Brief discussion followed about the general operations of Dial-A-Ride. Diane and Toney both
mentioned that the employees are doing an excellent job. They praised them for going above and

.

beyond the normal performance of their jobs.



As there were no other topics of discussion Ed made the motion to adjourn at 2:45 p. m. Tony
supported.

The question was asked as to whether or not any money
is awarded to those communities who receive the award and the answer is no, the program
recognizes those communities that spend a minimum of two dollars per capita in the
maintenance and care of it’s urban forest resource. Examples of maintenance include tree
trimming, tree removal and tree planting. If successful in obtaining this award it will mark
the 34™ consecutive year that the City of Hillsdale has achieved this honor.

B. Update on October 2011 vehicle/tree accidents: Gary said that of the two accidents this
past October involving trees, the accident that occurred on W. Fayette St, the insurance has
paid the full amount of $818.24. To date, no word regarding the accident on Spring St. That
tree was valued at $912.50. The money collected will get placed into the “Major St.
Restitution Fund” and that the money will go towards the purchase of new trees.

New Business:

A. DPS brush disposal: Gary said that he has contacted four different businesses that tub grind
brush. Of the four, Vermeer Corp. of Jackson rents out a tub grinder while the other three
perform the tub grinding service. The estimates have been given to the City Manager and
the Director of Public Services for them to review. It is very likely that to tub grind the brush
will require a bid process. The brush is a culmination from last February’s ice storm and this
past fall’s brush collection.



New Business: (cont’d)

B. Tree trimming: Gary said that due to the mild winter weather thus far, he has been able to
begin some tree trimming in the parks and cemeteries and has just begun trimming in the
streets. He has been concentrating in areas where low hanging limbs are coming into
contact with city plow trucks. Bud had asked if there was a minimum height that Gary tries
to maintain such as 18-20 feet. Gary said he tries to maintain a minimum of fifteen foot
clearance from ground level which clears the tallest plow truck by at least three feet.

C. Christmas tree collection: Each year the City of Hillsdale provides Christmas tree collection
for its city residents. This year DPS personnel collected and chipped 130 Christmas trees.

D. BPU/Asplundh tree removals: Gary said that last week he was contacted by BPU regarding
some possible tree removals on State St. As part of the State St reconstruction project slated
to begin this spring, BPU will be moving their utility poles into the center of the terrace from
Oak St to Lumbard St. and possibly Wolcott St. Upon doing this there will be four city trees
that will be in conflict with the utility lines and thus the trees will need to be removed. Gary
reported that BPU has agreed to remove the trees and wood at their cost if the city will pay
for the stump grinding. All four trees are 25.0 inch diameter and greater. Dr. Bidny asked if
this agreement was verbal or in writing. Gary said that it was an unwritten agreement with
Rick Rose of BPU back in 2007 when Rick was a member of the Shade Tree Committee. Bud
asked if BPU would be purchasing trees or forwarding money to the tree budget to help
replace those that are being removed. Gary said that he does not think that would happen,
as BPU has not done so in the past. Gary said he spoke with Rick on one occasion in the past
and Rick was not willing to do so. Gary will verify with BPU and report back in May.

Adjournment: A motion was made by Angie Girdham to adjourn the meeting at 3:56 P.M. The motion
was seconded by Bud Heinowski.

The next regularly scheduled Shade Tree Commission meeting is tentatively scheduled for May 2™ 2012
at 3:00 P.M. at City Hall in the second floor conference room.
